Insurance Operations: 2
The main purpose is to introduce students to a variety of topics in Insurance Operations and to:
- Develop a practical knowledge of the financial methods of reserving, indemnification, and
ways of handling risks through assumption, avoidance, loss control and transfer.
- Provide a systematic framework for identifying, classifying, and dealing with potential loss
producing activities with a focus on underwriting and claims management.
- Teach and critically evaluate all types of risks with an appreciation of the relationship
between risk and return within the context of financial planning and decision making.

Property and casualty insurance. 3

The main purpose is to introduce students to a variety of topics in Property and Causality

Insurance and to:

Discuss insurance regulations regarding property and casualty issues.

Discuss the general insurance concepts of property and casualty.

Teach the basic terms, definitions, and contract descriptions.

Introduce by analyzing property and casualty insurance forms.

Discuss the laws of contracts.

Transportation & Automobile Insurance 4
This course provides students with the sound knowledge of transportation, cargo and

automobile insurance policies and procedures. It examines the regulations and practices of

marine cargo insurance on an international basis and provides practitioners the information

required to rapidly and precisely resolves cargo insurance coverage issues, wherever they

may arise. The course also investigates how the Institute Cargo Articles have been

construed by Courts worldwide. The course covers also legislation related to automobile

insurance and policies and regulations, concentrating mostly on personal coverage.

Basics and Products of Motor Insurance. 5
This course provides students with knowledge of different types of motor risks and

compulsory insurance requirements. It will make student learn the different legal aspects of

motor insurance contract and the basics of underwriting. The course will also explain

Ratemaking and how to construct a commercial and private insurance policy with the

application of information and communication technology principles in a given set of

circumstances. It will also provide students with knowledge of the main insurance

products, especially in Saudi Arabia Market. It also explains the role of the main actors

related to the motor Insurance sector.

Property and Liability Insurance. 6

This course is designed to provide a basic understanding of main concepts related to the

property and liability insurance field. Emphasis will be on the property and liability

insurance industry, types of policy contracts and their legal framework related. This course

will cover product liability insurance; Commercial general liability; Homeowner
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insurance, Worker compensation and Directors and officer liability. It will also lay out the
practices in international insurance markets.

Basics and products of life insurance. 7
The course will provide students with the knowledge of what is life insurance and its

products coverage, including traditional insurance as well as investment-linked, group

insurance, and retirement plans. It will cover concepts like term Insurance, Whole life

insurance, Endowment insurance, Credit insurance Products. This course will teach

Marketing life Insurance also the roles and responsibilities of intermediaries.
