in which explored the principles of shot composition in film, narrative arcs, sequencing and editing.
GRDSG 322 History of Visual Communication 2

This course explores some theories of media and communication. It tackles issues in relation to
how audiences perceive messages, and how do political, social, cultural conditions and
technological developments shape media and communication?

GRDSG 402 Design studio: TV & web advertising 3
In this course, we worked on two projects, the 1st project (short film) focused on the basics of
continuity editing in film to produce narrative videos. The 2nd project (motion graphics) focused on
principles of motion and Disney’s 12 principles of animation. These principles were applied to the
student’s motion graphic videos.

DSGN 211 Theory of Design 4
The course introduced principles of composition, analysis of images and meaning, and the
importance of contextualization. It also explored some principles of motion in sequential images.

GRDSG 432 Multimedia 5
What is multimedia? Multimedia encompasses multiple modes of communicating information

through different forms. This course will examine common media forms and explore the potential

of each medium: the medium of sound, still image, sequential image, moving image, interactive
medium (game), and participatory (social media). We will explore how these media are increasingly
changing the narrative of the world we live in. Provided by theoretical frameworks to analyze

various media content, students will explore factors shaping modern media texts.
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GRDSG 422 Design in the 21st century (2" term of 2014/2015) 6
In the 1st interactive fiction (IF) project, students explored concepts of non-linear narratives using
Twine, using meaningful choices to advance the narrative. The students developed the characters

and used a psychoanalytic approach to analyze works on interactive fiction. In the 2nd adventure

game project, the students used E-adventure to create the spatial experience of movement in

virtual spaces, using various modes of navigation, and logical interaction with that environment/

objects.
