 Assets that meet the combination of tangible and intangible benefits and those 

companies that carry hidden costs in addition to the evaluation of the costs of the 

phenomenon. 

 Current assets methods (inventory valuation and evaluation of investments in accounts 

receivable). 

 Methods to assess capital assets for investment purposes. 

 The trade-off between the decision and the decision to buy the assets leased.
